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    The Minimoog Model D was the first portable analog synthesizer designed for touring musicians. It was manufactured and produced my Moog Music INC. from 1970 to 1982. The Model D contained three voltage controlled oscillators (VCO’s) that helped give it the phat sound that most other synthesizers could not obtain. The Model D is also monophonic, meaning it can only play one note at a time. Before analog synthesizers were portable they were known as modular synthesizers. Conveniently, Moog was able to shrink every thing down into a small light weight synthesizer. It’s safe to say that the MiniMoog was the first instrument that made the sound of other instruments.
